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From the Pastor... 

As I was walking with Robin to the morning ple-
nary at the Cobo Center in Detroit one day last 
week, I noticed something on the ground, beside 
the curb, on the street we were about to cross. It 
was a small metal object; a piece of silverware. It 
was a fork. I discovered the fork in the road! 
 
Later, during the business meeting of the General 

Assembly, there were plenty of decisions that 
some people and some congregations might identi-
fy as a fork in the Presbyterian Church road: a 

place for them to prayerfully contemplate depar-
ture from a denomination that no longer speaks for 
their consciences nor honors their understanding of 

the scriptures. Difficult and potentially divisive 
decisions were made by the General Assembly. 
Teaching elders (clergy) are now given permission 

to officiate at same sex weddings and sessions are 
now permitted to approve such ceremonies on 
church property, if the state permits. However, no 

clergy or session will be compelled to do such. Al-
so, an overture to amend the constitution of the 
Presbyterian Church (USA) will be going out for 

each presbyteryôs vote which states that ñmarriage 
involves a unique commitment between two peo-
ple, traditionally a man and a womanò. The other 

controversial measure that was passed is the de-
nominationôs divestment from three corporations ï 
Caterpillar, Hewlett-Packard, and Motorola Solu-

tions ï whose business dealings with Israel were 
judged by the denominationôs Mission Responsi-
bility Through Investment Committee to be aiding 

Israel in the occupation of Palestinian lands. This 
does not represent any divestment from, nor less-
ening of support for, the nation of Israel. The 
church fully supports the two state solution in de-

veloping peaceful existence for both Israel and 
Palestine. 

There were many more harmonious and celebrato-
ry occasions at GA. The atmosphere was one of 
love, mutual respect, and the theme for the week ï 
Abounding in Hope ï was evident throughout.  
Nearly 250 new worshipping communities, in 
more than 100 presbyteries, have been formed in 
the past two years. The church affirmed its support 
of quality education, worldwide, as a way to alle-
viate poverty. The church-wide emphasis to ñlive 
missionallyò beyond the walls of the church 
through active engagement  in service in local 
communities and in the world resounded within 
the walls of Cobo Center. More information about 
the full gamut of business at GA can be found at 
www.pcusa.org/ga221. 
 
For those of our congregation who are saddened or 
disturbed by the news out of GA, I invite you to 
call me or write me or send me an email. Donôt 
take that fork until we talk and pray together. It 
was my desire to attend this assembly so that I 
could gain first-hand knowledge of the event to 
bring back to my congregation. I also invite you to 
read my sermon from June 22, posted on our web-
site, www.holywaypc.org, in which I offer positive 
observations about the inspiring Christian faith I 
observed at the center of the Assembly.
